Journal Entries for Lord of the Flies:
1. Although Ralph ends up with the position as chief, there seems to be some discontent among some of the other boys about this. Write about a possible conflict that may come about on the island. 
2. At this point in the novel, after reading chapters 1-3, who would you rather align yourself with, Jack or Ralph or Piggy? Explain the reasoning behind your decision by using specific evidence from the text. 

3. Chapter 10: Piggy identifies in Chapter 5 that the only fear the boys’ could have would be the fear of “people,” which we see come to fruition in Chapter 10. How does Piggy’s warning become a reality in “The Shell and the Glasses”? See if you can connect one of the two objects from the chapter title to your answer.  
4. End of novel: When the only adult character arrives on the island, he asks the boys if they were “having a war or something?” Ralph, who takes responsibility for the group, seems to have a hard time saying no to the officer’s question. Why might this be? If they are really having a war, what is each side fighting for?
