1. Their, they’re, there
a. Their mom always reads the two boys their favorite book

i. Their = possessive 

b. The principal says they’re going to the Super Bowl if they win the next game.

i. They’re = contraction of “they” and “are”

c. Is there a reason that Mr. Cusick decided to dress up in period costume? 

i. There = adverb used to indicate place, position, or motion

2. Were, we’re, wear, where

a. The firefighters were exhausted after putting out the three story house fire. 

i. Were = past tense of the verb “to be”

b. We’re going to Wendy’s after school today if you would like to join!

i. We’re = contraction of “we” and “are”

c. The football player unfortunately decided to wear only a short sleeve shirt to the game when it was snowing.
i. Wear = verb indicating clothing or the covering of the body

ii. Wear = to damage something by using or rubbing it away

d. Where in the world did Shakespeare learn to speak English?

i. Where = adverb used to ask a question about place that somebody or something comes from 

3. Your, you’re

a. Your mother and father will be so proud when you graduate from high school. 

i. Your = possession and belonging

b. Didn’t you know that you’re supposed to pick up the envelope today?

i. You’re = contraction of words “you” and “are”

4. Which, Witch

a. Did you see which way he went after the football game?

i. Which = used to ask a question or to identify one from a known set

b. The witch flew through the moonlight on her broomstick!

i. Witch = someone with magical powers, or a follower of natural religion

5. Hear, here

a. Do you hear the bells ringing?

i. Hear = verb, to sense in an auditory fashion 

b. Please leave your papers here when you are finished with your test. 

i. Here = place indication
